Across her career Lena has worked in every FTV department imaginable: writing, directing, acting, assistant directing,
script coordinating, note taking, production, editing, camera assisting, and, her personal favourite (that finally put all her
years as an after-school carer to good use): audience and talent wrangling.

Her formal education includes a Bachelor of Film and Television at Swinburne University, a Masters of Screenwriting at
the Victorian College of the Arts and many years performing and honing her improv skills at The Improv Conspiracy in
Melbourne, and Upright Citizens Brigade in NYC.
